Re-Opening Rules, Guidelines and Procedures
(07.01.20)

COVID-19 Release form must be completed, signed returned prior to starting.

All swimmers (and Coaches) must bring and have completed and the signed
“Swimmer/Camper/Coach Health Monitoring Form”! We will scan their forehead temperature and
record it on the form upon entering the pool area prior to EVERY practice or lesson. If any questions
are answered with “yes” or the temperature scan is above 100.3; swimmers, campers or coaches will
not be allowed to swim or coach AND NO REFUNDS will be given!

Lessons will be scheduled to give ample time for the swimmers to enter and exit the pool area and
maintain a minimum distance of 6 feet apart.

Parents will walk their swimmers to the front gate, but do not enter the pool area gate. Swimmers only.
Swimmers and Coaches will maintain a 6-foot distance from swimmers and wear face masks or
shields when not in the pool. Coaches in the pool will NOT wear face shields while teaching in the
pool and there will be contact between the coach and the swimmer while teaching.

If you wish to have a "non-contact" lesson, the parent will be required to go in the pool with the
swimmer.

Swimmers arrive 10 minutes early for practice.

After leaving their respective cars with face masks on, swimmer and parent walk to designated waiting
area by the pool front gate where they will maintain a 6-foot distance apart.

When instructed, walk in separately, 6 feet apart, turn in Health Monitoring Forms & have their
temperature scanned.

Swimmers arrive at the pool prepared to swim. No locker-rooms, showering or deck changing.
Swimmers are to wear their suit to the pool.

Swimmers must bring a personal (folding) chair with them and leave with them — no storing of
personal chairs at the pool. NO shared equipment or chairs.

Swimmers (only) enter the Westminster pool deck at the front (south) main pool entrance gate and
depart at the shallow (west-ice machine) end pool gate.

Swimmers MUST bring hand sanitizer for prior to entering and exiting the pool area.

Upon entrance, swimmers immediately report to their assigned lesson area and put their belongings on
their chair at the end of their lane 6 feet apart from each other.

Swimmers will remove face masks prior to entering the pool to swim.

Swimmers must remain in their swimming area at all times.

Locker rooms will remain locked. If swimmers require the use a bathroom for an emergency (only),
they may use the bathrooms by the gym. Only one swimmer at a time will be permitted in the
bathroom at any given time. They must clean it thoroughly following use.

Upon exiting the pool, swimmers will put their face masks on and meet their parent at the exit gate on
the west end of the pool.

Depart immediately following the practice and before the next lesson arrives and enters the pool area.
Swimmers may have to exit and walk around tennis courts to return to parents’ cars.

Swimmers and Parents are not to loiter in the parking lot or anywhere on the Westminster Christian
School Campus.

Parents must be ready to pick athletes up immediately at the conclusion of their lesson.

Swimmers must exit 6 feet apart.

Swimmers that do not follow these rules will be removed from the group.

Pool Deck will be sanitized daily.
