Minutes of the Casitas Municipal Water District
Board Meeting Held
June 8§, 2011

A meeting of the Board of Directors was held June 8, 2011 at Casitas'
Office, Oak View, California. Directors Kaiser, Baggerly, Word, Hicks, and
Bergen were present. Also present were Steve Wickstrum, General Manager,
Rebekah Vieira, Clerk of the Board, and Attorney, Bob Krimmer. There were one
staff member and three members of the public in attendance. President Kaiser
led the group in the flag salute.

2. General Manager comments.

Mr. Wickstrum reported that a leak was discovered on the Matilija Conduit
on Monday morning towards the Matilija Dam. Our employees worked diligently
through the night to get the water back online. This brings up discussions
regarding replacement of the conduit and flushing and maintaining service to the
resort. | will discuss that with Norma Camacho to determine if there is a need to
continue water service or provide some options to lessen the size. Itis a 30 inch
main in that area with only one or two people living up there.

We have removed a water meter in the watershed area and are looking to
abandon to a valve towards Santa Ana creek and then in November will eliminate
the pipeline. We will be getting rid of the water system in the Teague Memorial
Watershed and no longer serve that area. We have discontinued flushing in that
area.

There has been a change of date for the final presentation to Judge
Weiss. It will now be on July 12". | am flying in on July 11" and returning on the
13". Director Kaiser asked for the Board’s concurrence to accompany Steve for
the final arguments. Director Hicks said it sounded good. Direction was
provided to staff.

Director Baggerly asked if there was any news on the Voyce house. Mr.
Wickstrum said there was not. Director Baggerly asked about the Webster
house. Mr. Wickstrum explained that no one is living in the house. Someone is
living in a fifth wheel and getting water out of the water well.

3. Board of Director comments.

Director Bergen reported that she had received an email from a
constituent on the out of state travel for our Fisheries Biologist. She agreed that
with the monitoring program and five year review, this is not something we
should abruptly change what we are doing but she does have some questions on
expenditures and felt there might be qualified individuals in the area. There was



discussion which committee that this should go to and it was determined that it
could be reviewed at the Personnel Committee. Director Hicks commented that
it is an unusual situation. We have not had an employee with those perks. In
many ways it is worth the extra effort, he knows more about the river than
anyone and Director Hicks does not want to change horses midstream. Director
Hicks added it could be reviewed at a later date after the review period and
added that the Fisheries Biologist has done a good job for us.

Director Baggerly mentioned the Watershed Coordinator for the Ventura
River opening. This position is utilizing a three year grant from Prop 84 money
and it is going to be coordinating all the work that needs to be done for the
watershed management plan.

On the motion of Director Word, seconded by Director Baggerly and
passed, the Consent Agenda was adopted.

On the motion of Director Word, seconded by Director Baggerly and
passed, the bills were approved.

6. Recommend approval of a letter to Congressman Elton Gallegly in support
of the proposed Wilderness Designation in Los Padres National Forest of
the White Ledge Peak Area — Ventura County. APPROVED

Mr. Wickstrum explained that this item is regarding the protection of the
watershed and the environment. In speaking with Brian Miller from
Congressman Elton Gallegly’s office, they are interested in our perspective on
this. We fought the uranium mining in the past and this may stop that potential
for mining leases being granted which could have negative impacts to our water
quality.

Mike Summers, a representative from Las Padres Forest Watch, made a
presentation regarding the lands to be included and the reason for participation
and support of the action.

On the motion of Director Baggerly, seconded by Director Word and

passed, the above recommendation was approved.

7. Discussion regarding any additional changes to the proposed Fiscal Year
2011-2012 budget.




Director Word commented that we are balancing the budget by utilization
of some of our reserves. Water sales will be less than average. He added that
he is uneasy with increased expenses and not having an increase in rates. This
is a tight budget. We have to be mindful of what we are spending and be mindful
of what we do. If we have two years like this one you will be looking at cut backs
someplace.

Mr. Wickstrum added one unknown is the repayment on the Safety of
Dams which we have been waiting for information on for the past ten years.

Director Word added staff has done a terrific job in pulling it together and
making it tight. Director Bergen added that she reviewed the budget with a fine
tooth comb. It is honest and tight. We have some conditions that could make it
tighter than we want it to be. She is comfortable with it. A mid-year review was
suggested. Director Word stated that he doesn’t want to go back into the cycle of
deferred maintenance.

BACKGROUND AND OVERVIEW:

Public comments. None.

Board/Management comments.

Director Kaiser suggested additional review of reduce rates for motorcycle entrance
and look into marketing strategies that would encourage local public use of the Lake
Casitas Recreation Area

Update on Memorial Day weekend

PSM Belser informed the committee on the level of attendance and revenues that
were experienced on Memorial Day 2011. Attendance was up over 10% from 2010.
There were only a few minor incidents to report and one eviction for a noise violation.
The park store was open for business, mostly wood and ice sales.

Status of the Park Store and Concessionaire agreement.
PSM Belser stated to the committee that a request has been received from the Park
Store operator for District support in obtaining the alcoholic beverage sales license.

The committee briefly discussed the need to review options and conditions for the new
concessionaire contracts. The new contracts will be subject to USBR review for
compliance with USBR directives and standards. As the new agreement for recreation
appears to be near conclusion, the District will need to move forward with new
concession agreements.

Discussion regarding the potential of bow carp fishing at LCRA.

PSM Belser presented a staff memorandum on Bowfishing for Carp. This is an activity
under the Department of Fish and Game Code that allows fishing for carp with a bow-
tether-arrow. This activity is being allowed at Big Bear Lake and Lake Cachuma.

PSM Belser presented a staff memo that provided several recommendations for
controls or conditions which would be applied to this activity.

APSO Jeff Mosdale provided samples of the equipment and discussed further the



benefits to the fishery that the removal of the carp can provide. He reported observing
as many as fifty carp in certain areas of the lake. The carp are invasive species that
impact other fish populations. Some carp can grow to as large as fifty pounds.

This activity has been reviewed by Scott Lewis, Casitas’ Fisheries Biologist, and it
appears that this activity is not likely to significantly reduce the numbers of carp in
Lake Casitas.

The Committee suggested that staff put together the entire bowfishing program, check
on insurance issues, and then bring the proposal to the Board of Directors. October 1
thru May 1 is the desired period to allow bowfishing at Lake Casitas. Staff will target
the September 2011 committee meeting to review the bowfishing package.

Update on north boundary fence.

PSM Belser reported that monitoring of the fence is still being conducted and there are
recent photos of deer on the lake side of the fence. The District is awaiting direction
from the Department of Fish and Game on whether monitoring is needed to continue.

Review of Incidents and Comments.
PSM Belser shared a few of the recent incidents. Most of the incidents have been
minor in nature. No comments have been received.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of Directors consider public comment and move to adopt the
budget for FY 2011-12 during the regular meeting of the Board of Directors on June 22, 2011.

BACKGROUND:

The staff of Casitas Municipal Water District has prepared the draft FY 2011-12 Budget. The
draft budget has gone through a vigorous review by the General Manager and Finance
Committee, followed by a Board workshop. The draft FY 2011-12 budget funds the highest
priority projects and tasks necessary to achieve our goals while keeping our costs and water
rates as low as possible. The budget is a financial management tool which presents the
District’s projected revenues and expenses, and follows the district’s capital plan.

During the annual budget workshop, the Board of Directors will provide additional insight to the
budget and work toward the development of a final budget document. It is anticipated that the
final budget will undergo a public hearing and subsequently be adopted by the Board of
Directors on June 22, 2011.

BUDGET SUMMARY:

The FY 2011-12 Budget contains expenses that total $15,454,885.99 and revenues that are
anticipated to be $14,011,562.72. The expenses exceed the revenue by $1,443,323.27, which
will become balanced by applying $1,100,000 from available capital improvement reserves and
$343,323.27 from available un-restricted reserves. The following is a brief summary of each
area of the budget. Rather than repeating all the numbers contained in the budget document, |
will provide insight to the development of many of the numbers.

Revenue. The three primary sources of revenue are water rates, recreation fees, and property
taxes. The revenues from each of these areas (water and recreation) can be highly variable
and influenced by many factors such as weather conditions, economic climate, and changes in
customer demands. The following are the key revenue highlights that were considered in the
development of the proposed FY 2011-12 Budget.

Water Rates: Water revenues contained in the budget are based on the conservative
estimation of water sales volume of 14,895 acre-feet. The average volume of water sales
over the past five years, excluding current year, is 16,138 acre-feet, but the standard
deviation to that average is 2,650 acre-feet for the five-year period. The revenues are in
proportion to revenues the sales volume that was delivered to each classification of service
during the previous two years. On this basis, it is estimated that water sales will generate
$5,986,090 and water service charges will generate $1,909,218.

It should be noted that there are several factors that have contributed to the recent reduction
in water sales. Water sales to key classifications are provided in Table 1, with a comparative
to annual rainfall totals. During FY 2010-11, water sales in the Agricultural classification
declined primarily due to the frequent rainfall events and the filling of the local aquifers.
Water sales to the Resale classification decreased due to the City of Ventura’'s cooperation
to keep water sales within district boundaries, combined with the loss of two large City
customers. It is anticipated that annual water sales to the City of Ventura will likely be
around 5,000 acre-feet for the next few years. Water sales to the Ojai resale customers,
Golden State and Senior Canyon Mutual Water Company, have been reduced this year due
to each agency’s rising water rates and the increased use of local groundwater resources.

There are two specific items that the Finance Committee is watching that will cause
reconsideration of water rates. The first item is the potential manipulation of Prop 1A tax
funding by the State. The Prop 1A tax funding received by Casitas is approximately $1.8
million. If Casitas does not continue to receive this funding, it could mean a 30% increase in
water rates and service charges, and an increase in recreation rates. The second item is
the Safety of Dams debt to the Bureau of Reclamation. The District is currently in
negotiations for a payment contract and waiting for the BOR to determine the amount of the
debt. The preliminary estimate of the debt is $3.3 million which, depending on the term of
the payment contract, could cause a 2-3% rate increase.

The Finance Committee has reviewed the proposed FY 2011-12 Budget revenues, reserve
balances, expenses, delinquency rates, and determined that a water rate increase is not
recommended at this time for FY 2011-12 Budget. Should any of the items mentioned
above become current, the Finance Committee may bring a recommendation for rate
adjustments to the Board.

Recreation Fees: The estimate of recreation fee revenues is based on historical patterns
and the assumption that the issue of concessionaire revenues will be resolved during this
next year. In preparation of the Budget, the Park Services Manager applied a 5% reduction
to revenues of the previous year, providing a conservative estimate of revenues. The
Recreation Committee was asked to consider increasing recreation fees in order to lessen
the financial gap between revenues and expenses, but no increase in fee was the
recommendation. The Recreation Committee will continue to assess revenue performance
during the summer of 2011 and may propose a new fees structure in the fall of 2011. The
Recreation revenues are estimated to be $3,442,565.

Property Taxes: The FY 2011-12 Budget assumes that the Prop 1A tax funding will
continue to be received by the District. The tax fund revenue that is stated in the budget is
$1,858,318.

Interest on Investments: The interest on time deposits and investments has been



redirected to investment strategies that may improve the return on investments over time.
The estimated interest on investments in the FY2011-12 budget is $288,767. This is an
area of improvement over the FY 2009-10 investment returns.

Reserves. In 2009, the District achieved its goal in attaining adequate levels of unrestricted
reserves (Resolution No. 06-32), increasing the cash flow reserve to $3,000,000 and
establishing a capital improvements reserve at an additional $3,000,000. As of October 5,
2010, the total un-restricted reserve funds were $9,693,207.25. This total will change as FY
2010-11 year end financial closing is finalized, but can be considered as a good basis for the FY
2011-12 Budget. As stated by the Board, reserves are to be used under special circumstances
and not relied upon to balance annual budgets.

The FY 2011-12 Budget proposes to move $1,100,000 from Capital Improvement reserves for
the construction stages of the Rincon 2(M) Main replacement and $343,323.27 from available
un-restricted reserves in order to balance the proposed budget. During FY 2010-11, only a
portion of the Rincon 2(M) Main replacement funds were expended on design and final plan
preparation, no construction occurred on this project. The project will start in September 2012
and is an expense in the FY 2011-12 Budget. Any additions to the Budget would be similarly be
funded by available un-restricted reserves.

Expenses. Section managers and supervisors have prepared individual expense budgets for
each task area, presented in the budget as Department Requested. The General Manager
reviewed and discussed each expense with the Departments and appropriate changes were
made as necessary. The FY 2011-12 expenses are very comparable to the FY 2010-11
expenses, with a few minor exceptions.

Staffing: There are no requests for additional full-time personnel. The Water Treatment-
Operations section is requesting 960 hours for a part-time employee to assist with the
preparation of meter settings in the coastal communities for conversion to automatic reads.

Power Purchased for Pumping: It is anticipated that electrical power costs will rise 5%,
increasing the District’s electrical cost to $1,293,600. This estimate is conservatively based
on historical electrical costs for 16,000 acre-feet of annual water sales. With changes in
lake elevation and variability of pumped water demands, costs can vary from the budget
estimate. This cost is included in the Electrical/Mechanical expense budget.

Reimbursable Projects: The budget for Water Conservation has $470,523 in outside
contracts for the Senior Canyon Improvement grant project.

Capital Projects Budget.

The 10-Year Capital Projects have been updated by staff and presented in the budget binder.
The proposed FY 2011-12 Capital budget is $3,118,500. The attached list of capital projects is
provided for further assessment of the work staff will be pursuing during FY 2011-12. There are
three significant projects that are proposed to be undertaken in FY 2011-12. The first is the
construction project to replace a storm-damaged section of the Rincon 2(M) Main, which
crosses the canyon northwest of La Conchita. This project is estimated to cost $1,100,000 and
be completed before 2012. The second project is a multi-year project to replace outdated
electrical systems at pump plant facilities. The third significant project is the first phase
conversion of meter reading equipment to an automated format. It should be noted that the
District is planning to replace the interior coating on the last of eight pressure filters.



Staff is dedicated to aggressively accomplishing the capital projects that have been proposed
for FY 2011-12.

Lake Casitas Recreation Area Budget.

The goal of the LCRA budget is to provide a balance between projected revenue and expenses.
This goal appears to be a difficult one to attain in light of recent boating restrictions and based
on the level of current user fees. The proposed FY 2011-12 Budget reflects a net loss of
$339,316. The revenue was reduced by 5% from estimates of the prior year. The summary of
totals for the Recreation section is as follows:

At this time, the budget for recreation has decreased in all categories of expense and revenue,
bringing the estimated deficit down from the estimated deficit of the FY 2010-11 Budget. Similar
deficits have been predicted in 2009 an 2010, with the year-end audits showing deficits that
were appreciably less than estimated by the budgets. The 2010 audit showed a $186,277
deficit, as compared to the $604,457 deficit estimated by the approved budget. LCRA staff are
committed to control costs and seek projects that will generate revenues for the LCRA.

Conclusion.

The FY 2011-12 Budget provides an annual financial plan for the District that is justified and
necessary for the District to continue its valuable service for western Ventura County. The
Budget has been compiled and reviewed vigorously by staff, management, Finance Committee
and the Board of Directors. At this time, the budget does not call for an increase in water rates,
but there are several looming debts that are likely to cause a reconsideration of the various
rates and charges of the District. The capital projects are maintenance and replacement
projects that are necessary to continue reliable water service, reduce future costs, and maintain
the integrity of existing infrastructure.

WHEREAS, the indebtedness to the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation was voter-approved on
November 29, 1955, and the annual pay for fiscal years 2011-2012 is in the amount of $785,394
and

WHEREAS, the annual payment to the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation is the same due to
negotiations that have taken place in the past; and

WHEREAS, the indebtedness for the State Water Project was approved by the voters of
Ventura county along with all the voters of the State of California on November 8, 1960, and
December 19, 1933 and the payments for fiscal year 2011-2012 totals $783,964.; and

WHEREAS, the Ventura county collection and administrative fees are estimated to be
$5,143.; and are voter-approved, authorized expenditures; and

WHEREAS, on the basis of valuation figures furnished by the Ventura County Auditor,
the amount to be raised by tax levy on unsecured personal property is $59,896.; and

WHEREAS, on the basis of information furnished by the Ventura County Auditor, the
amount to be raised by State subventions for voter-approved indebtedness amounts to $11,626.;
and

WHEREAS, it is estimated that $40,000 will be received from the County in prior year
tax delinquencies; and

WHEREAS, taking account of the amount to be raised by tax levy on unsecured personal
property, the amount to be raised by state subventions, and the amount to be received in prior
delinquencies, the amount to be raised by taxation on secured property for voter-approved
indebtedness of $1,500,696; and



WHEREAS, on the basis of figures furnished by the Ventura county Auditor, the net
assessed/market valuation of local secured property, exclusive of the utility roll, is
$8,299,195,770.; and the net assessed/market valuation of secured property on the utility roll is
estimated at $332,731; and the net assessed/market valuation of all secured property in Casitas is
estimated at $8,230,312,970.; and

WHEREAS, with a 2.500 percent allowance for delinquency on net local secured
property of $8,441,346,636.; the current year delinquencies are estimated at $211,033,666; and

WHEREAS, the reduction for redevelopment assessments is 0.; and

WHEREAS, the addition for the Homeowners Property Tax Relief exemption is
$68,882,800.; and

WHEREAS, the tax rate required to raise the necessary funds of $0.016878 per hundred
dollars of assessed/market valuation on all property within Casitas’ boundaries;

WHEREAS, the tax rate in the previous year was $0.018710 per hundred dollars of
assessed/market valuation;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Casitas
Municipal Water District as follows:

1. The tax rate of Casitas Municipal Water District on all property within Casitas’
boundaries for fiscal year 2011-2012 is hereby fixed at $0.016878 per hundred dollars
of assessed/market valuation for voter-approved indebtedness.

2. The president of the Board of Directors is hereby authorized and directed to execute a
certificate in the form attached hereto.

Upgrade your home to ‘high performance’

It can be scary when you look behind the walls of your home. The complicated set of
pipes and wires, with the threat of water leaks and electric shocks, sometimes requires
an expert if you want to make changes.

Looking behind the "walls" of urban infrastructure providing power to our cities can be
even more frightening. Finding out about pollution of rivers and consumption of
resources also can be shocking. Because most of these problems are invisible in our
daily experience, however, few people take the initiative o learn how they can help.

Converting your dwelling o a "high-performance home" is one way to reduce
environmental impacts while increasing quality of life. High performance is about
creating living spaces that are always comfortable, healthy and energy-efficient. Such
changes also increase the durability and market value of a home while creating new
jobs that directly benefit local communities.

Homes consume 21 percent of all the energy in the United States, and most were built
before energy codes existed. In addition, current building codes do not guaraniee
year-round comfort.

For about 80 percent of homes, it would be easy to reduce energy consumption by 30
percent. Consequently, we can solve more than 5 percent of our nation's energy
problems by simply living in more comfortable and healthier homes.

Because every home is unique, it is difficult to provide general recommendations for
work that should be done. For energy conservation, homes typically need upgraded
lighting systems, air sealing, better insulation and improved heating.

While a complete upgrade can be expensive, costing more than $12,000, monthly
savings on utility bills are supplemented by a new utility-backed rebate program.
Energy Upgrade California provides up to $4,000 in rebates for homeowners to invest
in high-performance improvements.

Building analysts certified by the Building Performance Institute can make the upgrade
process simple, cost-effective and targeted to your needs and goals. The process
begins with an in-house performance assessment using scientific equipment to
determine specific problems. After upgrades are installed, the analyst will perform a
similar series of tests to demonstrate the results.

Energy Upgrade California is a great place to get started. Contractors approved by the
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program can provide a wide range of assistance.

Similar assistance is available for water conservation, often through local water
disiricts. For example, the Casitas Municipal Water District this week announced its
experts will provide free water surveys for the residents and businesses ii serves.
Staff will test shower-head and faucet flow rates, estimate toilet flush volumes and iest
for leaks. Free shower heads and faucet aerators are offered if existing fixtures are
not low-flow models. A landscape survey includes a review of the homeowner's
irrigation system, design and watering schedule, and a meter reading to reveal possible
system leaks.

Customers receive a report with recommendations for improving water-use eificiency
and information on rebate programs for upgraded toilets and clothes washers. If you
live in Casitas' service area and are interested in scheduling 2 water survey, contact
Larry Harris at lharris@casitaswater.com or 648-2251, ext.

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State releases latest round of special district
salary information

State Controller John Chiang on Monday released 2009 compensation information for
hundreds of independent special districts, including 45 in Ventura County.

The top annual compensation paid to an employee working for one of the county’s
special districts in the group released Monday was $286,008, earned by Calleguas
Municipal Water District General Manager Susan B. Mulligan.

Other top earners were Ventura County Transportation Commission Executive Director
Darren Kettle, $222,551; Conejo Recreation and Park District General Manager Jim
Friedl, $202,937; and United Water Conservation District General Manager E. Michael
Solomon, $200,201.

Chiang was partly motivated to publish the information because of the Los Angeles
Times' reports on the outrageous salaries paid to city of Bell employees, according to
his spokesman Jacob Roper.

The controller sent a directive to cities and counties across the state that he would be
collecting and posting wage information a month after the first Times story broke. He
sought similar information from special districts as a follow-up, with the 2009 calendar
year being the latest data available.

Salary information from the first 1,925 special districts was posted on the controller's
website between February and April. The Monday posting thal focused on 454
independent special districts with a payroll of almost $457 million is the final one of the
year.

"The controller believes the more information we put out there, the better," Roper said.
"Every bit of information gives local voters and taxpayers a greater ability to exercise
oversight."

For those whose salaries are posted, it can be embarrassing, said L.arry Peterson,
general manager of the Rancho Simi Recreation and Park District.

"l think it's safe to say that it will be embarrassing to many employees,” he said. "So
there's a consequence to it. But you have to err on the side of the public's right fo
know."
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Peterson and others who have never seen their salaries widely publicized say they
recognize the value in transparency.

"| think people should know what it costs to operate and run all of the government
services,” said Friedl, of the Conejo Recreation and Park Disfrict.

Pleasant Valley Recreation and Park District General Manager Daniel LaBrado said:
"As a public employee, | totally understand. We've never had anything guite out in the
open like this, but it's a sign of the times. | don't have a problem with it

"It's interesting 1o see your name and title and that amount of money on it, and you
wonder what the public's perceptian is, but you do your job and if you feel as though it's
justified, you don't worry about it."

Special districts are independent governmental agencies that exist separately from
general-purpose local governments. School districts are not special districts.

Eighty percent of the state's special districts complied with the new reporting
requirements. The controller's office reported those in Ventura County that failed to file
salary and compensation reports were: Oxnard Drainage Districts 1 and 2, Piru
Cemetery District and Pleasant Valley Water District.
