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2013 WIHS Youth Ambassador Program

Established in 1958, the Washington International Horse Show (WIHS) is the leading metropolitan indoor horse show in the U.S. This six-day event is held annually in October at Verizon Center in Washington, DC. In 2009 WIHS introduced its Youth Ambassador Program, which selects a teen to represent the show’s youth perspective. Now in its fifth year, this community-focused program is gearing up to welcome a new Youth Ambassador (YA) for 2013. He or she will be named in May and will hold the title until a new Youth Ambassador is named.
Requirements:

The YA must be a student between the ages of 14 and 18. Applicants should be well versed in the horse world and be able to articulate when asked questions about the show or classes at the show. They should be comfortable with special events, the press, TV, radio, print and active in social media. The YA should have leadership experience as he or she will serve as chairman of the WIHS Junior Committee, a group of approximately 20 students.
Commitments:

Pre-show: The YA is required to work in the WIHS office, located in Georgetown, Washington, DC, at least once a week during the summer and be available more frequently during the months of September and October. The YA will have opportunities to attend business meetings, conference calls and be in a position to present ideas and concepts to the staff.

Show Week: The YA is required to attend the show, which will run October 22-27 at Verizon Center. During the show, the YA will give tours, attend events, present ribbons, help build our youth events, assist with autograph and book signing sessions, meet with press and do interviews under the direction of the Marketing team. There may be show-related duties such as assisting with VIP guests, show operations and media relations. There will also be opportunities to view and enjoy the show. During show week, the hours are very long and rather intense, but very exciting. 
The WIHS YA has been featured in the media in Kids Post, John Kelly’s Washington, on cable and internet broadcasts, news radio, print and local television. 
A transportation stipend, subject to prior staff approval, will be provided. 
This program is eligible for community service credit.
